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INSTRUCTIONS 4)  Once you have coloured black over your others colours you

should have something like this.
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Think about what you want to ‘draw’ into the black crayon

Lay out your scrap paper or newspaper. When you colour your
paper in you will have to go over the edge of your paper, if you
do your colouring on scrap paper / newspaper it will make sure
you don’t get in trouble for colouring on the table!

Take your piece of white paper and colour over it with different
coloured wax crayons. Don't use the black crayon yet though!
Your colours can overlap and you need to colour right up to the
edge of the paper.

Once you have coloured the whole of your paper in take your
black wax crayon and colour in over the top of all the other
colours. You will need to press really hard when colouring so
the black covers all the other colours.

before you start, then take your lollipop stick and scratch the
black crayon off to make your picture. The colours underneath
will show through and make an amazing multicoloured picture.
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If you hold your picture up to the window, the light shines

through your colours making it look like a stained glass
window!
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
