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NEW ZEALAND KORU ART WORKSHOP

This workshop is flexible H
and it can be handed out
to pupils as it is, or it can
be adapted so you can
show your pupils how to
make it. We advise this
activity is undertaken
with the assistance and

/ or supervision of an
adult.
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INSTRUCTIONS

Draw the Koru design freehand on the backing
paper with the chalk. (Your teacher can provide you
with a stencil of the design if they want to.)
Remember every time you draw a line, to draw the
line again, so you end up with a double line.

Use one colour of oil pastel for colouring inside the
Korus.
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Use a different colour of oil pastel to colour in all the

gaps.

The space between the double lines needs to be left

uncoloured.
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YOU WILL NEED

A piece of backing paper (no bigger than A3)
Chalk
Oil Pastels
Black ink
Paintbrush
A picture of the Maori Koru design
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Once you have finished colouring in with pastels,
paint over your whole picture with the black ink. The
gaps will now be black and the oil pastels will repel
the ink so the colour still shows.

Leave your Koru art to dry overnight.
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Display for all to see!
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TIP - REPEAT THE KOR
