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TERRIFIC TREE PAINTING WORKSHOP

This is an easy exercise and is suitable
for children of all ages, but particularly
KS2.

INSTRUCTIONS

1) Use the tip of your paintbrush and brown
paint to paint several trunks and branches
of a tree. Remember that tree trunks are
thicker than branches.

2) Dampen a piece of sponge and dip it into
green paint. Dab it gently around the top of
some trees.

3) Dip some scrunched-up kitchen roll into
another shade of green and pat this on to
other tree branches.

4) Finally, dampen some cotton wool and dab

this on to the top of other tree branches.

5) Using a mixture of the sponge, kitchen roll
and cotton wool, pat some green around the
tree trunks to look like grass.

) Leave to dry, ideally overnight.
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
